The Hampton City Council Reg-
ular Session was called to order at
City Council Chambers via Zoom
teleconference by Mayor Russell
Wood at 6:00 p.m. Due to height-
ened public health risks surround-
ing the spread of the COVID-19
virus, Federal, State and local
public health requirements of so-
cial distancing, it was determined
that holding a “normal” meeting
was impracticable and the only in-
dividual physically present in the
city hall was City Manager Dunt.
